General Information:
1. Pre-Registration is required  , and due by Wednesday, July 7ndth.   PRE-REGISTRATION!
2. MULTI-RING  FORMAT.    The  main,  indoor  ring  gets  precedence:  Jumper.  Hunter,  Trail,  and 

Dressage will hold if there is conflict with main ring classes.   In the event of inclement weather, outdoor 
events  will be run in the evening.

3. If numbers warrant it, classes may be combined, split, or canceled
4. Friday Schooling Rounds – Trainer/Coach Blocks available, $30/half hour, min 3 riders.  Coaches should 

contact show mgmt to reserve/pay for blocks.   Time not reserved until payment received.
5. Office fee waived for lead-line and (non-dressage) walk/trot classes.    Lead-line classes are free!
6. Clothing: Riders must wear approved Western or English riding attire in the show ring and warm up areas.
7. Junior Horse Classes: Horses 5 years and under.   
8. Beginner Classes:  Entries in classes 20, 21, 120, 121  (Lead-line, and non-Dressage Walk-Trot classes)  may 

not enter other classes.  EXCEPTION:  Walk-Trot ring class may cross enter with Walk-Trot dressage, only.  
9. High Points Awards: 1 Sr, and 1 Jr Awarded on Sun for overall in show series (Sat & Sun combined).

Jr Horse & Open Classes not Counted for high pt; Showmanship counts for both English & Western
English  Highpoint:  Showmanship,  English  Pleasure,  Equitation  on  the  Flat,  Road  Hack,  Show  Hack. 
Western Highpoint:  Showmanship, Western Pleasure, Western Horsemanship, Reining, Trail.
Hunter/Jumper: Champion/Reserve Champion Ribbons by Division.   Horse/rider must have competed 

in normal over fences class in their Division prior to riding in any H/J special.
10. AGE CATEGORIES: 

a. Junior C – 11 years and under (as of Jan 1st)   b. Junior B – 12 years to 14 years (as of Jan 1st)
c. Junior A – 15 years to 17 years (as of Jan 1st)  d. Senior – 18 years and older (as of Jan 1st) 

Safety Rules
Rule #1: Safety is more than a list of rules.  If you think something may be unsafe, it is – if you think you should not 
do something, don't.   If you think you should ask about something, ask.   Please help all of us have a safe and  
enjoyable show.    

● NO DOGS ALLOWED AT THIS SHOW  
● No alcohol at this show
● Follow any rules or signs posted by the show administration, or requests from show officials
● Supervise all young children 
● No smoking in the stable, in any building, or in the arenas
● Do not mount or ride a horse inside the stable
● Stallions may not be shown by junior riders (under 18 years of age)
● During show hours the Show Office has a first-aid kit and a telephone for emergencies. 
● An SHF Accident Form will be filled out should an incident occur.
● SHF HELMET RULE: Effective April 1, 2008, all SHF sanctioned events require every person under 

the  age  of  18  years  to  wear an  approved safety  helmet  with  secure  chin  straps  at  all  times  when 
mounted, or when driving a horse drawn vehicle.  Approved safety helmets (with secure chin strap) are  
also mandatory for participants in all English events.   Protective headware is welcome to be worn in all 
classes it is not otherwise required by any rider.
